· The booth and session were successful!  There were many visitors at the booth; over seventy information packets and over 60 brochures were taken.  Several people expressed an interest in joining the TDC.  
· Two members helped promote TDC in their booths:  DME included a “TDC Member” sign and WinSoft placed TDC brochures at their table.  
· eTesters volunteered to assist with the TDC web site, especially e-commerce activities.  
· Approximately forty people attended the session.
